The Planning Committee is already aware that; there is an issue with the current foul
sewerage system on Lea Way, that is to say that the system struggles to cope with the
amount of effluence currently passing through is and residents often complain about the foul
sewer being blocked and having to remedy the issue. We feel that the foul sewer is already
operating at full capacity (some time beyond capacity) and additional housing should not be
attached to what is an inadequate system for the existing properties

We feel the number and size of the proposed properties would cause pavement parking to
Lea Way and adversely affect highway safety and the convenience of road users.

Adverse effect on the residential amenity of neighbours, by reason of overlooking, loss of
privacy and overshadowing

Unacceptably high density/over-development of the site, especially the properties 4 and 5
which are to be over three stories

Visual impact of the development Effect of the development on the character of the
neighbourhood

Design bulk and massing

The proposed development is over-bearing, out-of-scale or out of character in terms of its
appearance compared with existing development in the vicinity

The loss of existing views from neighbouring properties would adversely affect the residential
amenity of neighbouring owners

We are unhappy that mature trees to the Southern border of the site have been felled before
the application was submitted

10. The Planning Committee support the comments made by Yorkshire Water in regards to

treatment of the surface water drainage:
The site shall be developed with separate systems of drainage for foul and surface water on and offsite.
(In the interest of satisfactory and sustainable drainage)
There shall be no piped discharge of surface water from the development prior to the completion of
surface water drainage works, details of which will have been submitted to and approved by the Local
Planning Authority. If discharge to public sewer is proposed, the information shall include, but not be
exclusive to:
i) evidence that other means of surface water drainage have been properly considered and why
they have been discounted; and
i) the means of discharging to the public sewer network at a rate to be agreed by the Local
Planning Authority in consultation with the statutory sewerage undertaker. (To ensure that no
surface water discharges take place until proper provision has been made for its disposal).
